Ahmedabad — India’s first indigenously-developed electric sports car, the Supernova Electric Vehjple
(SNEV), is all set to hit the roads next year.

Ahmedabad-based Golden Arrow Wireless Pvt Ltd, which showeased the prototypes of the ‘green’[far
at an exhibition in Gandhingar in Gujarat, is looking for a 50-acre plot of land in the state to set 4p a
factory where it also later plans to manufacture electric buses and three-wheeler autos.

Shashi Vyas, CEQ of Golden Arrow Wireless, told journalists at the ‘Auto Show 2014’ that the SINE
which would cost between Rsi.5 million to Rs2.5 million, could cover 1,000 kilometres with a sing
charge of its batteries with the top speed of 150km an hour.

The company, which also plans to launch a four-seater family car, is awaiting approvals from the
Antomotive Research Association of India before establishing manufacturing facilities at multiple
locations, including even Delhi, Mumbai, Bangalore and Raipur, besides Gujarat.
